3. Description of Supplies/Services:  The proposed name brand (exact match) purchase is for the following Condor and Blackhawk brands duty gear.

This equipment and replacements are essential to West Desert Test Center Security Officers performing duties as a chemical and biological response force. The current gear is beginning to wear after 3 years of use. In addition, we are falling short with outfitting new hires with required duty gear. Replacement gear must be the exact brand, color, and item to maintain uniformity and compatibility standards within the Security Branch.
The requiring activity is West Desert Test Center Security.
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4. Authority Cited: PER FAR 8.405-6 (b)(1), Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements.

5. Reason for Authority Cited: The Condor duty gear will allow us to maintain uniformity within our branch as it is the brand of our existing duty gear. Most of the requested items were previously purchased on the open market via contract (#W911S6-12-P-0019 dated 27 September 2012) and have been proven durable. The items requested that were not on the contract have been added to aid efficiency and ability of the Security Branch. Blackhawk Level 2 Serpa Holster offers a more natural weapon draw and retention platform than competitors. Also, it is a better ergonomic platform as it distributes the weight of the pistol on the hip with a two strap system vs one. It is a high quality, combat proven weapon holster which will meet our weapon retention and durability standards. The Condor Quick Release Plate Carrier is the most important item to have as an exact match.  It is an item that we know our current ballistic armor fits (all sizes).  A non-exact match may require the purchase of new body armor.  The cost of purchasing new soft armor for the branch was approximately $64,000. If the vests were designed to fit only hard armor, it could cost as low as $16,400 or as high as $179,000 to equip the response force with the appropriate gear. The cost for new armor, or replacement carriers, is the main reason we would like to continue buying the condor gear.

As the Condor gear is part of the DPG Security uniform, it is dress code to maximize uniformity. It is also very helpful in inventory, training, and weapons purchase as the current inventory is predominantly Condor and changing some of the equipment above would result in non- uniformity as mentioned above.

6. Efforts to Obtain Competition: Previous history shows that these items are available on the open market from many sources (see abstract in 12-P-0192); GSA lists 7 out of the 11 items on their website from SB vendors.

7. Actions to Increase Competition: Requiring Activity (RA) continues to research catalogs, internet and attends events which market and demonstrate all of this equipment.

8. Market Research: A search of previous contracts was made, as well as on GSA and the open market – these items are available.

9. Interested Sources: See IGE quote in the file – CPR savers offered a quote on some of the items; there was no need to do a sources sought as this requirement is under $10K.

10. Other Facts:

Procurement history. Reasonable efforts to retrieve the following items from computer records, contract files, competition advocate office files or other sources are expected:

(1) Contract numbers and date: 12-P-0192 – 27 Sep 12

(2) The competitive status: SB, exact match – open market.
