Statement of Need
-80C Ultra Freezer

Objective: Purchase a new chest Ultra Freezer to replace HMSRP’s existing broken Ultra Freezer

Background:  The Hawaiian monk seal research program needs to purchase a -80 degree C Ultra Freezer to store monk seal specimens.  In order for the specimens to remain viable they have to be stored at -80 degree C.  The HMSRP has thousands of specimens that are required to be at this temperature.  One of the programs current
 -80 Ultra Freezers is broken beyond repairs and needs to be replaced. The freezer is about 22 cubic feet.  In order to have space for all the specimens in this freezer the Ultra Freezer should be at least 22 cubic foot.
The Ultra Freezer should be a Chest Ultra Freezer.  The Upright Ultra Freezers do not hold the -80 temperature as efficiently as a chest freezer.  The result of an upright freezer being accessed too much is strain on the compressor which causes them to break and need repairs.  Since the Ultra Chest Freezer does not loose temperatures as quickly, the compressors are not nearly put under so much strain as an upright Ultra Freezer making them more reliable and efficient in the Hawaiian environment.
