The Contractor shall install all equipment in Room 215 in accordance with the diagram in Attachment 1 to the SOW. The Contractor shall provide all required cables, brackets, adaptors or any other components necessary for the installation and operation of the equipment. The projector in the main Conference Room shall provide ability to connect a personal computer (PC) running the Microsoft Windows 7 Enterprise operating system via video graphics array (VGA) connector from the front or back of the Conference Room. The video displayed on the projector is required to be displayed on the HDTV monitors. The projector in the small Conference Room shall have ability to connect a PC running the Microsoft Windows 7 Enterprise operating system via VGA at the back of the Conference Room. After installation the Contractor shall demonstrate that all equipment is properly connected and fully functional. The Contractor shall provide a commercial warranty of 3 years on the equipment delivered.
