Multipurpose Court Surface Sealing/Striping 

Outlet Park Area

Pomme de Terre Lake

1. This is a Best Value Request for Proposal solicitation.  The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible quoter whose quote, conforming to the solicitation, will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers: (1) Proposed Materials and Application; (2) Past Performance/Experience; (3) Price.

2. Quoters are urged to inspect the sites where surfacing/striping is to be performed and to satisfy themselves regarding all general and local conditions that may affect the cost of contract performance.  In no event shall failure to inspect the site constitute grounds for a claim after contract award.  Appointment for site inspection may be made by calling the Pomme de Terre Project Office at 417-745-6411.

Scope of Work

1. The contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, and materials and supplies necessary to fill cracks and pits, seal and stripe asphalt surface of multipurpose court in Outlet Park, Pomme de Terre Lake, Hermitage, Missouri.
2. Quoter is to provide proposal to fill cracks and pits in asphalt, apply surface sealer and striping using industry standards for a standard asphalt tennis court.  Proposal to include all materials including brand names, application methods, and equipment to be utilized.  Application method should include time frame for various steps (ie. crack filling preparation and curing time between steps) and total time required to complete the project.  
3. Multipurpose court is approximately 106 ft X 118 ft enclosed in a 6’ to 12’ chain link fence with 2 - 36” wide gates.  Multipurpose court had a 2” asphalt overlay placed and sealing/striping in 2010.  Half of the multipurpose court is designated for tennis/pickleball court with remaining half designated for basketball.   Finished product shall be green and blue in color per the attached photo.  
4. Striping shall be 4” wide white in color for tennis and basketball courts and red in color for pickleball court. Striping shall be as close to regulation measurements as possible for an official tennis court, pickleball court, and high school basketball court with the exception of the length of the basketball court (see attached diagrams).  Striping for tennis court shall contain side lines for single and doubles, base lines, center lines. Striping for pickleball court will be a new addition and shall contain side lines base lines, and non-volley zones. Center line striping for tennis court will be utilized for the center line striping for the pickleball court.  The tennis court striping and pickleball striping shall be interlinked in the same area.  Basketball striping shall contain mid-court circle, center line, shooting lanes, free throw lines, 3 point lines, and out of bounds lines.  
5. It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to provide any necessary signage and/or fencing required to restrict public access during curing times if fence is removed.  Gates may be locked by the government to prevent public access if the fence is not removed.  

6. Finished surface shall be smooth with no ridges or creases.  

7. After award, but prior to commencement of work, the Contractor shall attend a post-award conference at a mutually agreeable site for the purpose of discussing and developing a mutual understanding of the requirements and details of the work.  

8. Work shall begin as soon after award as possible. Work shall be accomplished between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.  All work shall be completed by 1 November 2016.  Material shall not be applied when the weather is foggy, rainy or when the ambient and pavement temperatures are below 40° F.  
9. The Contractor will be expected to take a vital interest in safety hazards, and educate their employees to work and plan their work safely, and comply with all pertinent provisions of Federal, State, and local regulations.   

10. The Contractor shall designate a responsible on-site representative (if other than the contractor) of the work crew who shall serve as the contact for matters involving quality and performance or non-performance of work.  The government has the right to inspect all work, to the extent practicable, at all times during the term of the contract.  The government shall perform inspections in a manner that shall not unduly delay work.  

11. Contractor personnel shall be fully clothed, at all times, while performing these services.  “Fully clothed” shall be deemed to mean a shirt, trousers, and shoes shall be worn at all times.  Contractor personnel shall utilized tact, diplomacy and courtesy at all times during contact with the public. 

12. The Contractor shall provide and maintain during the entire performance of this contract, at least the kinds and minimum amounts of insurance required by the State of Missouri.
